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BLACK HISTORY MONTH CELEBRATION!

AIMS celebrated Black History Month with a HBCU College Expo, a celebration filled with
exciting performances, a door decorating contest, and a visit to the Museum of Children's Arts to
explore Afro Futurism.

AIMS high school hosted the HBCU caravan, with representatives from over 30 historically black
colleges and universities in attendance. Students were able to connect with their dream schools
and ask all of their questions about the universities, college culture, and academics. The Expo
resulted in 10 on the spot acceptance and almost $300,00 in scholarships awarded!

At the Black History Month celebration, high school and middle school students came together to
celebrate black culture. The middle school Jazz Ensemble performed Kansas City Blues and
Motown and high school students sang a beautiful rendition of “Lift Your Voice." Students
introduced Black change-makers, innovators, and artists in a series of skits and performed a
dance routine. AIMS welcomed special guests from Omega Psi Phi to introduce the Divine 9
fraternities.

Middle school students created artistic door decorations in honor of their heroes for Black
History Month. They presented each of their historical icons to celebrate their fight for freedom,
civil rights, women's rights, their right to vote, and for a quality education. Watch now!

Elementary and middle school students visited the Museum of Children's Art (MOCHA) to learn
about Afro Futurism, an ode to the African diaspora that uses art to imagine a better and more
technologically advanced future. Students had an opportunity to create their own artwork. They
used clay to create 3D structures, painted stamps to make beautiful prints, and used stencils and
craft materials to make puppets.
